Dear Ms. Canty,


		In answer to your letter 18-9-86, we wish to advise that when the headstones were relocated to ground at this Cemetery in 1901, they were set up in trenches facing North South East and West on land that was unsuitable for burial at that time.


		Over the following sixty years those stones became more degenerated and succumbed to the elements and most were then undecipherable.


		When the Pioneer Park was to be erected, we advertised for descendants and kinfolk extensively, not many came forward. To a great extent many were not interested in restoration of their stones.


		We selected headstones that were of local and historical interest, and with some money granted by the Trust and Government, salvaged as many as we were able to in our Pioneer Park. Unfortunately, the headstone of John Gray was not saved.  





		Subsequently, the land where the headstones were placed was filled and new lawn sections were formed and burials take place daily in these new sections.


In the records the John Gray inscription read as follows: -





“John Gray died 4th September 1818 aged 56 years. Also Mrs. Elizabeth Townsend, eldest daughter of the above, died 19th March 1836 aged 32 years.”


		The Trust at present are considering granting permission to Family History Groups who wish to erect a small (lawn type) headstone in the Pioneer Memorial Park area on the proviso that the inscription remains similar to the original and may have on the bottom “erected by his descendants”.  This of course, has to be submitted to the Trustees for approval prior to proceeding with the memorial.

GATEWAY TO HISTORIC ROOKWOOD CEMETERY





		Another stage of the restoration of historic Rookwood Cemetery was completed with the official opening of the Victoria Street Gateway by the Minister for Conservation- and Land Management, George Souris, last Tuesday. 





 		The ceremony was witnessed by dignitaries and guests including the, Auburn, Mayor Stan  Hedges Mayor of Strathfield Leo McDonnell  and Member for. Granville, Kim Yeadon. The. aesthetically designed gateway with improved road works. had a price tag of @700,000. The official proceedings were opened by chairman of- the Necropolis Trust Joint Committee, Salvation Army Officer, Maj John Donovan.





				The project had the support of the Australia Council, together with the Federal Government’s arts funding and advisory body In his speech, Mr Souris said that Rookwood Cemetery was the hub of Sydney's heritage, both historically and  as a practical location for metropolitan burials' The said the cemetery, 'which dated back to 1867, had been in a state of decay before the State Government, the Necropolis Trust “Friends  of Rookwood" Auburn  council hand other interested groups, had put. set  strategies the cemetery’s restoration and improvement. .





			Mr Souris emphasised that Rookwood Cemetery the largest 'and oldest burial ground in Australia, was fast running out of room for additional plots, "The 'proposal for. renewed tenure on cemetery  plots will be a practical  way of easing the congestion of the future., Recently land on the eastern side of Rookwood was purchased from the State Rail Authority, for additional burials," Mr Sours told the audience.,.





			The Victoria .Street Gateway was formerly seen with a wire gate with mesh fencing and is used as an entrance for more than 500,000 cars per year.





		The entrance landscaping was completed by Landscan,  designed by  John Skinfield  with artwork on the gate by awarding winning South Australian artist Hussien Valmaminnish.





		The Minister also mentioned improvement strategies that would create a viable environment at Rookwood , which included the installation  water supply throughout the cemetery. Mr Richard d’Apice, retired chairman of the Join Committee of the Trust was congratulated for his hard work and the overseeing of the recent project designed to enhance the entrance from the western side of Rookwood. .





 		Before the official opening, the Minister! toured the cemetery, including the newly constructed Greek Orthodox Chapel of St Athanasius. The opening ecumenical prayer was recited by Commissioner John Gowans.

THE STORY OF THE MELBOURNE GENERAL CEMETERY

OUR family has always been devoted to cemeteries. My wife is a remarkable enthusiast. If we are passing through a town and she sees a cemetery, always, she cries “STOP”





		Cemeteries are- history. Several of our grandchildren have won their names from tombstones; and it has to 	be confessed, that when looking for a an appropriate name for a recently acquired poodle, the odd tombstone has been a great inspiration.





But the most wondrous cemetery in the whole country, the Melbourne General Cemetery in Carlton, is almost ignored. Mr Malcolm Tucker, the general manager of The Necropolis in Springvale, which operates the Carlton cemetery, said last week it, does not rate on tourist itineraries.





		Few people visit it to investigate the imposing cast of citizens who made our city.





		The most frequent visitors are university students who use it as a short cut to their colleges and joggers who like an early morning pant around eternity.





		Back in 1852 when it was becoming difficult to bury Melburnians at Flagstaff Hill, the Government decided to go right out of town to Carlton and set aside about 40 hectares.





		It divided the land into precise areas for Methodists, Presbyterians, Catholics, Jews, Congregationalists and Anglicans. The feeling was it would not do, for example, for a Methodist to have to rest forever uncomfortably close to a Catholic or an Anglican.





			Today, it is so crowded that you or I cannot get in there unless we bought a plot years ago or unless we own a family vault.  Yet there are still 20 to 30 burials every month.  More than 500,000 people are buried there.





		Mr Tucker and Kevin Scheele, the Melbourne General Cemetery manager, took cartoonist Jeff and I on a guided tour Nearly all our pioneers are buried there.  John Pascoe Fawkner has a very imposing pile. John Batman was too early, a Flagstaff Hill man, and his grave was removed to the Fawkner Cemetery.





			Mr Tucker thinks this is sweetly ironic.  Batman and Fawkner could not stand each other, yet Batman ended in a cemetery named in honour of his rival.





	The remains of Burke and Wills were brought back from central Australia and their grave is marked by a vast piece of granite that must weigh at least 30 tonnes.





		Mr Scheele looks at some of the great old monuments and wonders how they were shifted there, with just horse and dray, block and tackle.





		Sir Charles Hotham, perhaps the most incompetent of all our governors and the man who helped cause the Eureka uprising, has a whopper - a towering marble column with a number of ladies on top who appear to represent learning, wisdom, justice and that sort of thing.





		I prefer the grave of the champion billiards player of the world, Walter Lindrum.  His tombstone is in the shape of a billiard table, complete with billiard cues resting on top.  There is a message in stone: "It's queer how folks you'd never miss, it seems, can always stay, when folks you love and want so much must always pass away".





		There is Ray Wilson, a jockey, killed at Morphettville while riding Trimercian in 1938.  His cap, whip and stirrups are carved in stone.





		There is also the grave of Tommy Corrigan.  He was killed at Caulfield in the Grand National Steeple of 1894 and, except for Burke and Wills, it was claimed he had the biggest funeral ever seen in Melbourne with a cortege of 240 vehicles.





		Then there is the grave of Dr James Beaney, who died on June 30, 1891.  They used to call him Diamond Jim and he would wear anything up to £10,000 worth of jewels at the one time.





		He used to wear all his diamond rings when he was operating.  For the cure of most ills he prescribed brandy or gin.





		Federick Baker, better known as Federici, is there too.  He was playing Mephistopheles in Faust at the Princess Theatre in 1888.  He went through the trap door to "hell" and died of a heart attack.





		His ghost, it is said, has haunted the Princess ever since, but he does not put on any shows at the cemetery.





		In fact, Mr Scheele said he often goes for evening walks with his wife in the cemetery and he has not spotted a ghost yet.





		There is the grave of Emily Mather.  She had the misfortune to be married to Frederick Deeming, the "monster of the century".





		In December 1891, he battered Emily to death, cut her throat, and buried her under a hearthstone.  Deeming was hanged at the Melbourne Jail.





		There are so many interesting people there: Bert Ironmonger the master spin bowler; Billy Midwinter the only cricketer to play Tests for Australia and England.  There is Marcus Clarke, who wrote For the Term of His Natural Life.





		You will also find Sir Redmond Barry, Peter Lalor, James Galloway, founder of the eight-hour movement, James Scullin, Arthur Calwell and Robert Hoddle, who laid out our city.





		To see these graves and others call Helen Harris on 98909288.  She runs two-hour walking tours for $10.  The tours have themes such as medicos and misadventures, sporting identities, artists and writers, Labor history, pioneers, and law and order.
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
